The purpose of this exercise is to apply critical thinking and rhetorical analysis skills to assigned readings.  You will read “Shooting an Elephant” by George Orwell and “Salvation” by Langston Hughes.  To earn a successful evaluation, you will correctly answer a least 20 of the 25 questions, which will require you to define key terms as they are used in the context of the essays, identify rhetorical elements in the structure and development of the essays, interpret significant details in the texts, and identify the main points in each essay.  Answers will be written in complete, gramatically correct sentences, per the posted instructions.
