Content

What is meant by “multiple intelligences” and how is it of any benefit to you, to others, OR to the educational system of the U.S.? Write a documented paper of 600-800 words (3 to 4 pages) describing what you have learned about MI theory and research and its applicability to yourself, to others and to the American education system.  Correctly site at least one authoritative source in paragraph one (which is an overview of MI theory and research).  Correctly site the source of the MI inventory you used for self diagnosis in paragraph two.  Use direct quotes very sparingly in the paper. Mostly, sumarize and paraphrase, but document the paper correctly following MLA guidelines.
