Guidelines for production and evaluation of

“Analysis of Internet Resources Assignment”

Content

The purpose of this exercise is to apply critical thinking to assigned on-line readings and to demonstrate your understanding of methods for evaluating on-line resources.  You will browse and read numerous assigned Internet sites to determine their viability as sources of information which could be used in an academic research paper.  You will apply the evaluation criteria which we discussed in class (authority and accuracy, advocacy and objectivity, and currency and coverage), and you will write a brief paragraph for each of the six sites, explaining your rationale as to why the site either could be or should not be used as a source of information for an academic researh paper.  The assignment will be approximately 400-600 words in length, and it will not be a unified essay on the topic; but rather, it will comprise six paragraphs about the six sites you have selected, per the posted instructions.  Paragraphs will be written in complete, gramatically correct sentences.
